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Local CFC distributed over $300,000 in Mar/Apr 
On the week of March 31, 2008, distribution of funds raised by local federal employees in 
2006/2007 was mailed out to the sum of over $359,580.00. The checks have arrived at 
over 1,000 agencies, 92 of which were local non-profit organizations receiving over 30 
percent of annual contributions.  
 

Each year, federal employees make themselves known in contributing to non-profit 
organizations which they believe in and know will make a difference in the lives of men, 
women and children locally and around the world. 
 

ñWith recent news of local non-profit organizations possibly seeing less money being 
given to them through local government programs, receipt of CFC contributions comes as 
a great relief. Seeking continued support of donors such as those through the CFC 
program is becoming a priority for many non-profits. We need to start looking at the 
results of these agencies and how they impact not just our lives, but the lives of our 
extended families and neighbors,ò said CFC Director, Ron Denson. 
 

Planning for the CFC-2008 program has started and larger events are being considered. 
Base-wide agency fairs with activities and food, family fun events, and broader use of the 
agencies to educate potential donors throughout the federal offices are being discussed. 
ñWe are looking forward to this yearôs program as we are confident more donors will be 
informed of the value of the CFC program and the impact their contributions are making 
to the number of local, national and international non-profitsò said Denson.

The agency review committee, a sub-committee of 
the LFCC convened April 15 to review over 100 
applications from local non-profit organizations for 
the 2008 CFC program. The committee had 
representation from various federal offices, 
including DFAS-TSO, TRAWING 6, NLSO-Central, 
NATTC, NASC, NHP, MATSG-21, CNATT, NAS 
Whiting Field, NOMI, NETPDTC, and the IRS. The 
committee was chaired by Mr. Charles Hildebrand 
of the Social Security Administration. 

With thousands of agencies applying to be part of 
the CFC program nationwide, only a small number 
are approved. Tight federal regulations provide 
strict guidelines to which the agencies must 
adhere, assuring the federal employees of the 
organizationsô credibility. 
 

Charities must apply annually to the campaign. Locally, the committee reviews the 
charityôs activities and impact over the prior year, IRS documentation of non-profit status, 
audited financial statements, and tax documents in order to determine eligibility within 
federal regulations. With over 100 local agencies applying this year, the process was a 
day-long event, with training having taken place in weeks prior. Look for approved 
charities in the 2008 Charity Listing, which will be released upon the start of the annual 
campaign in September. 

 

The purpose of this newsletter is to keep federal employees informed of the campaign and its status throughout the year. 
The intent is to increase awareness of the campaign and to better educate donors about the CFC program.
